USL League Two National Champions and backto-back-to-back Northeast Division winners
Seacoast United Phantoms make their annual visit to Virtue Field tonight for an early
season Twin State Derby. Vermont Green FC fans have come to know the nature of this
match, and it will be anything but friendly. The stands will be packed, the tensions will be
high, and both sides will be fixated on securing all three points.

SEACOAST IN FOCUS

The three-peat Northeast Division champs have been a menace in the region of late.

Last year, the Phantoms haunted the entire nation, winning the League Two national title,
defeating Peoria City FC in lllinois in a thrilling 3-2 match. The club will forever wear a star
above their crest to Konor that national championship.

After winning the national title, Seacoast United head coach Alex Ryan left his role with the
Phantoms, and now serves as assistant coach at League One’s Portland Hearts of Pine.

Seacoast United is a youth and semi-professional soccer club based in Epping, New
Hampshire, serving the coastal region of the state. The club’s USL League Two outfit, known
as The Phantoms, have been playing competitive professional and semi-professional soccer
since 1996.

Seacoast opened the season with a 1-0 shock loss to AC Connecticut, with former Vermont
Green FC forward Sam McCann scoring the only goal of the match. The Phantoms then
drew with Western Mass Pioneers 1-1, and on Wednesday night, defeated Boston Bolts on
thzlroad 2-1. Seacoast will arrive in Vermont with a 1-1-1 record, good for 4 points in the
table.

immigrant farmworkers in Vermont, dedicated to advancing human rights
and economic justice. It was formed in 2009 after the death of José

Obeth Santiz Cruz, a young dairy worker from Mexico who was killed

on the job due to unsafe working conditions. His death brought attention

to the hidden community of immigrant farmworkers sustaining Vermont’s i
dairy industry—many of whom face long hours, poor wages, substandard |
housing, and the constant threat of detention and deportation. In

response, workers came together to share their experiences, build
leadership, and organize for change.

Since its founding, Migrant Justice has grown into a powerful movement,
expanding its work to neighboring states and beyond the dairy industry.

: _ The organization develops leaders within
the immigrant community and mobilizes
workers and allies to advocate for
systemic reforms. Notable victories include
expanding access to driver’s licenses and
health care regardless of immigration status,
prohibiting racial profiling and immigration
arrests at courthouses, and launching Milk
with Dignity—the first worker-driven social
responsibility program in the dairy industry.
Through community organizing and policy
advocacy, Migrant Justice continues to fight
for dignity, equity, and justice for immigrant
workers across the region.
