The National Semifinal.

Vermont Green FC will take on Southern Conference Champions Dothan 
United on Sunday night for a spot in the 2025 USL League Two Final. The 
Green—and the incredible community behind them—have another opportunity 
to continue this dream season.

HISTORY
Vermont Green FC and the Alabama-based Dothan United will meet for the 
first time on Sunday. It will be the first time the Green play a competitive match 
against a club from another conference. 

DOTHAN UNITED IN FOCUS
Dothan United Soccer Club was founded in 2023 and are competing in their 
second USL League Two season in the South Central Division. 

The Dragons finished second in their division this year with a 10W-2L-0D 
record, finishing only behind southern powerhouse Asheville City. They’re 
in the middle of an historic playoff run, mostly recently defeating the soon-
to-be USL League One side Fort Lauderdale United to claim the Southern 
Conference Championship. 

The Alabamians have built a vibrant soccer community in just two seasons, and 
have seen crowds of nearly 5,000 fans this season.

Vermont Green Football Club made its debut in USL League Two in 2022 and has quickly become one of the most talked-about teams in the 
American soccer landscape. Based in Burlington, Vermont, the team plays its home matches at Virtue Field on the University of Vermont cam-
pus, where capacity crowds regularly create one of the most exciting and inclusive atmospheres in the league. With season tickets consistently 
selling out and matchday attendance surging, Vermont Green has built a vibrant soccer culture that’s taken root far beyond the pitch.

From the start, Vermont Green set out to be different. The club was founded with a mission rooted in environmental justice, with the bold aim 
of becoming a net-zero soccer organization. As a proud member of One Percent for the Planet, the club donates 1% of its annual revenue to 
vetted environmental causes. It also integrates sustainability into its operations, from team kits made from 100% recycled materials to ongo-
ing efforts to reduce the club’s environmental impact. This unique values-driven model has garnered widespread attention, earning coverage 
in The Guardian, BBC Sport, The New York Times, and the Men in Blazers podcast, among others.

Vermont Green made an immediate impression in its inaugural 2022 season. The club’s first-ever match, a 4–0 win over Boston City FC, set 
the tone, and their first home game—attended by 1,001 fans—marked the beginning of something special in Burlington. Later that summer, 
the team clinched its first playoff berth in front of a sold-out crowd of 2,500 and advanced to the conference semifinals in its first year of 
existence.

Momentum continued in 2023. The club sold out all available season tickets, 1,250 in total, and five of seven home league matches were full 
houses. While Vermont Green narrowly missed the playoffs that season, they remained a competitive force on the field and a standout off of 
it. The club was named USL League Two’s 2023 Organization of the Year, recognized from among 122 teams across the U.S. and Canada for its 
excellence on and off the pitch.

That same year, Vermont Green qualified for the U.S. Open Cup for the first time in club history. They defeated USL League One’s Lexington SC 
4–3 in a thrilling opening-round match before falling to MLS Next Pro side Carolina Core FC in front of another sold-out home crowd.

In 2024, the club launched a new tradition: the Maple Cup, an annual matchup between Vermont Green and the reigning champion of Cana-
da’s Ligue1 Québec. In June, the club also hosted its first-ever women’s exhibition match against FC Laval, coached by former U.S. Women’s 
National Team star Sam Mewis. The match ended in a thrilling penalty shootout win after a 1–1 draw and was part of the club’s broader 
commitment to uplifting women’s sports and gauging regional demand for a permanent women’s side. In 2025, the club built on this initiative 
by hosting two additional women’s exhibition matches, both of which sold out, further demonstrating the appetite for high-level women’s 
soccer in Vermont.

The 2025 season has marked a historic high point. Vermont Green went undefeated in the regular season and clinched the Northeast Division 
title in dramatic fashion, scoring twice in stoppage time to beat longtime rival Western Mass Pioneers on the road. It was a signature moment 
for a club that has continued to raise the bar for what’s possible in USL League Two—on the field, in the community, and across the soccer 
world.

Off the field, Vermont Green remains deeply committed to the local community. The club actively partners with Vermont-based businesses, 
nonprofits, and sponsors to strengthen the state’s local economy and create long-lasting, values-aligned relationships. From youth soccer 
programming and volunteer coaching to matchday sustainability activations and consistent outreach, Vermont Green continues to prove that a 
soccer club can be a platform for connection, impact, and purpose.

Four seasons in, Vermont Green Football Club is more than just a team. It’s a movement built by the community, sustained by its values, and 
driven by the belief that sport, sustainability, and justice can work hand in hand to create lasting change.

THE GREEN MOUNTAIN BHOYS

Formed during Vermont Green FC’s inaugural season in 2022, the Green Mountain Bhoys are the 
club’s supporters group. Their name nods to both Vermont’s proud heritage and another legendary 
green team, the Boston Celtics. Since day one, they’ve brought energy, color, and a deep sense of 
community to every matchday.

The Green Mountain Bhoys are an all-inclusive crew who welcome anyone who shares their love of 
football, friendship, tailgating, and, occasionally, a bit of light pyrotechnics.

COMMUNITY PARTNERS
KING STREET CENTER
Vermont Green FC is partnering with King Street 
Center to make matches more accessible and inviting 
to historically marginalized communities. The program 
is focused on building community ties between VGFC 
players and King Street Center youth and families. 
Players will join King Street Center youth regularly 
to engage in soccer activities and discuss their path 
toward playing soccer at the highest levels. Vermont 
Green will donate free tickets through its “Spread 
the Love” initiative so they can attend home games 
throughout the season.

JUBA STAR FC
Vermont Green is partnered with Juba Star Football 
Club to expand access to soccer and work towards 
equitable play in the state. Juba Star FC is a Somali 
Bantu-led organization that has operated in the state 
since 2006. The organization was established to 
provide a safe space for the growth and development 
of former refugee and immigrant youth in Vermont. 
The organization runs free soccer clubs for youth and 
adults, ages 14 and older, and provides assistance 
with transportation to games and practices, and men-
torship for youth.

Anti-Racist Soccer Club is a coalition of players, clubs, 
and experts fighting racism in American soccer. The 
ARSC membership is open to teams and leagues at 
the professional and youth levels, supporter groups, 
and any other soccer-affiliated organization. ARSC 
works with interested parties to develop a ten-point 
plan anti-racism framework that is unique to that com-
munity. ARSC monitors and evaluates member plans to 
ensure accountability.

USL League Two is an 
important stepping-stone for 
top professionals now playing 
throughout the world, with more 
than 70 percent of all selections 
in the MLS SuperDraft since 2010 
having League Two experience.

By joining USL League Two, 
Vermont Green FC fills a gap 
in the Vermont soccer system, 
giving the state’s top players 
the opportunity to train and 
compete at the highest level 
while maintaining their collegiate 
eligibility.

ABOUT USL2
USL League Two is the leader in pre-professional soccer in North America. The 
League holds a vital role as it continues to provide the elite platform for those 
pursuing professional careers domestically and internationally. 

The USL League Two regular season takes place during the summer from early 
May to mid-July. Each team plays at least 12 regular season games within their 
division, splitting the number of home and away matches. Each division winner 
qualifies for the playoffs, as well as the second-place team of select divisions. 
The playoffs are split into conferences and occur in late July, culminating in the 
League Two Final in early August.

NORTHEAST DIVISION
The USL League Two Northeast Division is a dynamic 
and competitive region that showcases the depth of 
soccer talent across New England and upstate New 
York. With clubs based in Connecticut, Massachusetts, 
Vermont, New Hampshire, and New York, the division 
blends long-standing organizations with ambitious 
newcomers. 

Competing teams, AC Connecticut, Albany Rush, Black 
Rock FC, Boston Bolts, Boston City FC, New England 
Futbol Club, Seacoast United Phantoms, Vermont Green 
FC, and Western Mass Pioneers, bring a range of 
histories, playing styles, and community-driven missions 
to the field. 

The Northeast Division is known for offering both a high 
level of play and a special ability to grow one of the 
country’s most passionate soccer regions.
